Miscellaneous Procedural Information: 
Homework
Due to two subjects being taught, language arts and reading, homework will be assigned nightly. Homework is practice for daily class instruction. No homework will be accepted late unless an excused absence has occurred. An average weekly homework grade will be earned.  Students are required to write their homework assignment down in their agenda.  Student’s homework could be related to a project that may take more than one night to complete.  Progress on the project will be monitored and a completion grade will be issued. The student will receive a homework grade and a final project grade. Any student that has not completed homework two or more nights will serve silent lunch in order to complete the homework.  
Agenda and Daily Grammar Practice 

1. The agenda will be posted in the room daily.  It is the student’s responsibility to write the assignments, quizzes, tests, etc. in your agenda book for each class.  The teacher is not responsible for writing in the student’s agenda. Parents need to check the agenda nightly.   The student is responsible for having a parent to sign his or hers agenda.  If a student does not get the agenda signed, then he or she will loose behavior points. 
2. In the first 15-20 minutes of class is language arts instruction.  It is the student’s responsibility to come into class and begin work immediately.  If the student chooses to do otherwise, then he or she will loose five points. The curriculum, Daily Grammar Practice, will be implemented.  The students are required to perform certain skills each day of the week.

Classroom Operations:

The classroom environment is created so the student begins work immediately. This type of environment promotes independence, accountability, and responsibility.  These six steps are followed every day in the classroom. 
1.  Sharpen Pencil (If a student needs to sharpen a pencil during class instruction her or she must use their hand held pencil sharpener)

2.  Complete DGP


3.  Turn in any late work to the late box or pick up any late work. 
4.  Get any worksheets needed from the handout box. (All handouts pertaining to language arts and reading are kept in a strategic location for student’s access.)

5.  Complete any additional assignment posted on the board.


6.   The teacher will review and instruct DGP.
A loss in points will result in not following classroom operations.
